Quantico Quarantined Application Kiosk Plan

EDS will establish a desktop/kiosk for those applications that, did not pass LADRA 

Testing, and will be quarantined.  The placement of those machines has no yet been designed.  It will be created when we know where and how many applications are designated as quarantined and how extensively they are used in each location.

Five applications used by half the people on the floor, would suggest more kiosks/dual desktops than a single application used by 1 person on the floor.  

To determine the number of kiosks, we will have to know:

1. How many applications in an area are quarantined.

2.  How many people in that area use the quarantined applications.

3. How long per day each person uses the quarantined applications.

These guidelines that have been suggested to help determine placement solutions for Quarantined applications are as follows:

· Less than 1 hour per user per day = 7 users per machine

· Greater than 1 hour but less than 3 hours per user per day = Negotiable

between the Marines/NMCI

· Greater that 3 hours per user per day = dual workstations depending on number of users

Other considerations will be physical workspace, location of users, heating ventilation, air conditions, power requirements, etc.

Presently there are only 20 Failed/NRFC/ON HOLD applications for Quantico.
