RAID FACILITY is comprised of one main administrative building and two (2) radar dishes (inactive). Entire area is fenced in. 
It is an active, small arms, non live-fire facility located at 86207818.

Primary Use:Used for conducting raid training, Non-combatant Evacuation Operation (NEO) training, or for limited training in military operations in urban terrain.

RANGE USE RESTRICTIONS/COMMENTS
1. Non live fire. SESAMS and blank only.

2. SESAMS training will not take place when the temperature is below 38 degrees.

3. Paintball marks must be removed prior to securing.

4. Smoke and Customer Service (CS) Grenades will not be thrown or placed within any of the structures. 

5. Fires are not allowed within any structures. 

6. Police of all brass and trash must be performed prior to the post-inspection. All doors and windows closed. 

7.  No foreign objects will be left in windows after training is complete.  Sandbags (if any), will be removed and stacked at designated areas prior to unit departure.

8.  Any communication/concertina wire or any other obstacles will be removed and properly secured prior to the unit being allowed to check out of the area.

9.  Tracked vehicles are permitted on the roads within the RAID facility.

10. Refer to SOUMs 1-02 for simmunitions training guidelines.

COMMUNICATION REQUIREMENTS:

1.  A radio check is required immediately upon occupying any RTA.

2. Units will monitor the Range Operations Control Center (ROCC) Safety Net at all times.  The ROCC Fire Desk Net Control call sign is “Range Control”. Your call sign is "Raid Facility". 

3. The ROCC Fire Desk Net Control frequencies are 38.70 VHF (ground) and 339.6 AM UHF (air).  

4. The ROCC Fire Desk telephone numbers are 703-784-5321 or 5322.

5. Two means of communications are required between the using unit and the ROCC.  

6. A radio will be the primary means of communication.  Enterprise Land Mobile Radio (ELMR) radios compatible with the ROCC Safety Net will be used by all units if available.

7. Any unit with organic ELMR radios that have been programmed with the ROCC Safety Net by MCBQ G6 will use these radios as their primary means of communication within the RTA.

8. Units without organic ELMR assets will be issued equipment on an "as-available" basis from RMB upon RTA check-in.

9. Non-ELMR radios are only authorized when organic or RMB assets are not available and must be provided by the using unit.

10. A radio or telephone (land line/cellular) may be used as the secondary means of communication.

11. The secondary means of communication must also be monitored at all times.

12. At any time that the ROCC can not reach a unit within the RTA via primary communication, the unit will be contacted via the secondary means of communication.

13. Upon the loss of primary communication the ROIC/RSO will initiate a "cease fire"/cease training status and will contact the ROCC via secondary communication.  This communication will be maintained while primary communication is being restored. Units may only resume firing/training once primary communication has been re-established and clearance is granted by the ROCC.

INJURY CLASSIFICATIONS:

Injuries are classified into the following categories in order to aid in casualty evacuation from the RTA.

1.  ROUTINE.  Routine injuries are those injuries that are not threatening to life, limb or eyesight; and conditions or illnesses treatable by medication or procedures available at the base medical facilities.  

2.  PRIORITY.  Priority injuries are those injuries that require immediate medical attention but are not threatening to life, limb, or eyesight if treated promptly.  

3.  URGENT.  Urgent injuries are severe injuries that are threatening to life, limb, or eyesight and require immediate medical attention.  

4.  MASS CASUALTY.  A mass casualty is a series of injuries with multiple priority and urgent medical patients.
MEDICAL EVACUATION (MEDEVAC) PROCEDURES:
1. Injury occurs.

2. Range immediately cease-fires.

3. Medical support evaluates/treats injured personnel.

4. Range radio operator/OIC notifies the ROCC of the injury, stating briefly what happened, the extent of the injury and what type of MEDEVAC transportation needed (ground/air).

5. Maintain constant radio contact with Range Control and await further instructions.

*Minor injuries and illnesses requiring routine field medical services need not be reported to RMB but should be reported in unit training logs.
