Range 11 is an active; Stationary and Fire and maneuver range located at Grid 79607280. It is accessible from MCB-5. There are three stationary firing points and one firing box on range 11.    

Primary Use: Simulated and live-firing for squad/platoon size units in the assault.

PRIMARY DIRECTION of FIRE:  

· Firing line - South East

· Enveloping force - South 

Special Instructions/COMMENTS:

1.  Range 11 is not authorized to conduct overhead fire.

2.  HERO sensitive munitions are commonly used on this range.  It is the OIC/RSO responsibility to understand all capabilities and limitations of their munitions; OIC/RSO will ensure all necessary HERO precautions are taken.

3.  When base of fire (BOF) is used, it will set up at grid 7974072760 (see photo), and will have a target operator attached to it. Base of fire will cease fire when enveloping force leaves maneuver element firing line (see photo) and begins fire and movement. Target operators will ensure BOF targets cease operation at that time. 

4.  Enveloping force must turn and orient fire downrange between main left and right lateral limit signs once target engagement in range center is complete. Target controller will ensure targets are exposed in an order to channelize live fire in this direction. 

5.  Enveloping force can consolidate on far road between left and right lateral limit signs near bunkers oriented downrange awaiting counterattack.

6.  Counterattack targets must be placed so live fire will be contained inside the SDZ. 

7.  Students must be briefed that no one will fire across the frontage of the range, increasing the SDZ footprint. Situational awareness will be exercised at all times by all personnel on the range.

8.  Firing from the observation tower is not authorized.

9.  When firing from the sniper tower, extreme care must be taken not to hit tower walls with projectiles. No more than two shooters at a time are allowed on the roof. All safety chains will be secured at all times. No leaning against them. No leaning over the edge of tower. All windows and hatches will be secured and all brass policed when training is complete.

10. Firing from the sniper tower with personnel on the firing line (forward) is prohibited. 

11. Rappelling from towers is strictly prohibited.

LASERS AUTHORIZED.  Approved aiming devices mounted on standard approved service weapons (no class 3B or 4).
COMMUNICATION REQUIREMENTS:

1.  A radio check is required immediately upon occupying any RTA.
2. The OIC/RSO will monitor the Range Operations Control Center (ROCC) Safety Net at all times.  The ROCC Fire Desk Net Control call sign is “Range Control”. Your call sign is "Range 11".

3. The ROCC Fire Desk Net Control frequencies are 38.70 VHF (ground) and 225.025 AM UHF (air).

4. The ROCC Fire Desk telephone numbers are 703-784-5321 or 5322.

5. Two means of communications are required between the OIC/RSO and the ROCC at all times.

6. A radio will be the primary means of communication.  Enterprise Land Mobile Radio (ELMR) radios compatible with the ROCC Safety Net will be used by all units if available.

7. Any unit with organic ELMR radios that have been programmed with the ROCC Safety Net by MCBQ G6 will use these radios as their primary means of communication within the RTA.

8. Units without organic ELMR assets will be issued equipment on an "as-available" basis from RMB upon RTA check-in.

9. Non-ELMR radios are only authorized when organic or RMB assets are not available and must be provided by the using unit.
10. A radio or telephone (land line/cellular) may be used as the secondary means of communication.

11. The secondary means of communication must also be monitored at all times by the OIC/RSO.

12. At any time that the ROCC can not reach a unit within the RTA via primary communication, the unit will be contacted via the secondary means of communication.

13. Upon the loss of primary communication the ROIC/RSO will initiate a "cease fire"/cease training status and will contact the ROCC via secondary communication.  This communication will be maintained while primary communication is being restored. Units may only resume firing/training once primary communication has been re-established and clearance is granted by the ROCC.

INJURY CLASSIFICATIONS:   Injuries are classified into the following categories in order to aid in casualty evacuation from the RTA.
1.  ROUTINE.  Routine injuries are those injuries that are not threatening to life, limb or eyesight; and conditions or illnesses treatable by medication or procedures available at the base medical facilities.

2.  PRIORITY.  Priority injuries are those injuries that require immediate medical attention but are not threatening to life, limb, or eyesight if treated promptly.

3.  URGENT.  Urgent injuries are severe injuries that are threatening to life, limb, or eyesight and require immediate medical attention.

4.  MASS CASUALTY.  A mass casualty is a series of injuries with multiple priority and urgent medical patients.
MEDICAL EVACUATION (MEDEVAC) PROCEDURES:

1. Injury occurs.

2. Range immediately cease-fires.

3. Medical support evaluates/treats injured personnel.

4. Range OIC/RSO notifies the ROCC of the injury, is the victim conscious/unconscious and what type of MEDEVAC transportation is requested (ground/air).

5. The OIC/RSO must maintain constant radio contact with Range Control and awaits further instructions.

*Minor injuries and illnesses not requiring medical services need not be reported to the ROCC but should be reported in unit training logs.
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
