INDOOR PISTOL
RANGE DESCRIPTION
Indoor Pistol (IPR) is an active, small arms, live-fire known distance range located in Building 27240. The IPR is equipped with 12 firing points, climate control, ventilated lead dust removal system, turning targets, and automatic target retrieval.
Primary Use: The primary purpose is inclement weather pistol training for TBS Companies, as well as training for the Marine Corps Rifle/Pistol Team and Scout Snipers.

Targets:  Targets on Indoor Pistol will only be placed in the target carriages.  The carriages move away from and back towards the shooter. Targets are limited to paper.  Minimum engagement distance is 5 meters.

PRIMARY DIRECTION OF FIRE.  Southeast
SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS/COMMENTS

1.  Using unit will check-in with WTBn S-3 and receive range brief prior to occupying the range.

2.  A red range flag will be flown on the pole outside the facility when the range is hot.
3.  The inner door to the range will be locked when live fire is in progress and the key kept with personnel operating the range from the control room.  If this door opens during firing the OIC/RSO will immediately call “open door” to alert the firing line.  No one will enter or exit the IPR during while live fire is occurring.  
4.  Indoor Pistol will only support static engagements.  Fire and Movement or Fire and Maneuver are not authorized.  *Shooting team members can stand 1 meter in front of the firing line to conduct rifle team marksmanship firing with stools. However, no other firing can be taking place simultaneously from the main firing line. 

5.  Personnel must not move forward of nor extend any part of their body or equipment beyond the firing line or outside their firing booth when firing is in progress.
6.  Steel targets are not authorized on Indoor Pistol.

7.  The Officer-in-Charge (OIC) shall be the rank of Staff Sergeant or above and will be certified in accordance with MCB Range Regulations.  Additionally, WTBN must ensure that all Marines that are assigned as the OIC for the IPR are knowledgeable of and qualified to operate and conduct training in the IPR. The Range Safety Officer (RSO) shall be the rank of Sergeant or above and will be qualified in accordance with MCB Range Regulations.

8.  This range is a lead hazard area. All personnel MUST wash their hands with warm water and soap prior to making head calls, eating, drinking, and when departing the range.
9.  Double Hearing protection is required for all personnel inside the IPR.

10. All shooters will be inspected after training to ensure no ammunition leaves the building/range.

11. In the case of a weapon or ammunition malfunction, all firing will cease until qualified personnel can investigate and produce a disposition. 

12. In the case of injury, all MEDEVACS will be conducted in accordance with the MEDEVAC section of this SOP and MCBO 3570.1.

13. Extreme caution and situational awareness must be exercised to ensure all rounds fired impact the rubber granules in the bullet trap.

14. No specialty pistols may be fired such as pistols that are chambered for high power rifle such as .223 or pistols that fire shotgun ammunition such as .410 gauge. 

15. No rifles/weapons that fire pistol ammunition (other than .22) will be fired in the IPR. Example: .45 Thompson MG.

16. Automatic firing in the IPR is unauthorized.

RANGE OPERATION PROCEDURES
1.  Check out Indoor Range keys from S-3 and the portable PA System from the S-6.
2.  Read the instructions on the Range Ventilating System (located on the left side of the operation desk in the IPR), and turn on the Range Ventilation System.

3.  Turn on main breakers for the target systems and auxiliary equipment.

4.  If using equipment supplied by other manufacturers, follow the manufacturer’s recommended startup procedure to turn on the equipment.

5.  Turn on the individual targets with their power switches.
6.  Turn on the RIA power switch on the front panel.  The power switch will light up on the box under the monitor.

7.  Turn on the PC and start the Range Master 9000 range control software.

8.  Reverse the above procedures to shutdown the range.

MAINTENANCE:  This range is contaminated with lead dust.

Dry sweeping is NOT AUTHORIZED.

Prior to each use, the rubber media in the bullet trap will be pushed up to the red line.  During this maintenance the ventilation system MUST be on and all personnel MUST wear appropriate HAZMAT PPE to include respirators, overalls, booties, and gloves.


Once a month the Battalion Safety Officer will verify that there is an appropriate level of impact media remaining in the hopper.

COMMUNICATION REQUIREMENTS:
1.  A radio check is required immediately upon occupying the RTA.

2. Units will monitor the Range Operations Control Center (ROCC) and WTBn Safety Net at all times.  The ROCC Fire Desk Net Control call sign is “Range Control”. The WTBn call Sign is “S-3”. Your call sign is "Indoor Pistol". 

3. The ROCC Fire Desk Net Control frequencies are 38.70 VHF (ground) and 339.6 AM UHF (air).  

4. The ROCC Fire Desk telephone numbers are 703-784-5321 or 5322.  WTBn S-3 Telephone number is 703-784-5909.
5. Two means of communications are required between the using unit and the ROCC.  While aboard the WTBn range complex, communication through the WTBn safety net is considered a second form of communication.
6. A radio will be the primary means of communication.  Enterprise Land Mobile Radio (ELMR) radios compatible with the ROCC Safety Net will be used by all units.

7. Any unit with organic ELMR radios that have been programmed with the ROCC Safety Net by MCBQ G6 will use these radios as their primary means of communication within the RTA.  Units will still need a WTBn radio.
8. Units without organic ELMR assets will be issued equipment from WTBn S-3 upon check-in.

9. Non-ELMR radios are only authorized when organic or RMB assets are not available and must be provided by the using unit.

10. A radio or telephone (land line/cellular) may be used as the secondary means of communication.

11. The secondary means of communication must also be monitored at all times.

12. At any time that the ROCC can not reach a unit within the RTA via primary communication, the unit will be contacted via the secondary means of communication.

13. Upon the loss of primary communication, the ROIC/RSO will initiate a "cease fire"/cease training status and will contact the ROCC via secondary communication.  This communication will be maintained while primary communication is being restored. Units may only resume firing/training once primary communication has been re-established and clearance is granted by the ROCC.

INJURY CLASSIFICATIONS:

Injuries are classified into the following categories in order to aid in casualty evacuation from the RTA.

1.  ROUTINE.  Routine injuries are those injuries that are not threatening to life, limb or eyesight; and conditions or illnesses treatable by medication or procedures available at the base medical facilities.  

2.  PRIORITY.  Priority injuries are those injuries that require immediate medical attention but are not threatening to life, limb, or eyesight if treated promptly.  

3.  URGENT.  Urgent injuries are severe injuries that are threatening to life, limb, or eyesight and require immediate medical attention.  

4.  MASS CASUALTY.  A mass casualty is a series of injuries with multiple priority and urgent medical patients.
MEDICAL EVACUATION (MEDEVAC) PROCEDURES:
1. Injury occurs.

2. Range immediately ceases-fire.

3. Range notifies S-3/OOD of injury

4. S-3/OOD dispatches corpsman

5. Medical support evaluates/treats injured personnel.

6. Range radio operator/OIC notifies the ROCC of the injury, stating briefly what happened, the extent of the injury and type of MEDEVAC transportation needed (ground/air).
7. Maintain constant radio contact with Range Control and await further instructions.

*Minor injuries and illnesses requiring routine field medical services need not be reported to RMB but should be reported in unit training logs. 
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
