COURSES
1.
Drivers Improvement Course, Ref: MCO 5100.19_ and MCBO 11240.2_


a.
This eight-hour course is for all permanent military personnel under the age of twenty-six.

2.
Basic Motor Vehicle Operators Course (BMVOC), Ref: MCBO 11240.2_:


a.
This course is for personnel to operate Government Vehicles up to 1 1/4 Ton GVW.  All personnel must posses a valid state drivers license and proof of Drivers Improvement. Civilian Government employees must have a valid state license.

3.
Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Course (GMVOC), Ref: MCBO 11240.2_: 


a.
This eight hour course is for personnel that do not have a valid U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Identification Card (OF-346) for commercial vehicles five tons or three tons.  All students must posses a valid state license, attend Basic Motor Vehicle Operator's Course or have a valid OF 346, proof of Drivers Improvement, or if a Federal employee has a OF-346 for less than three tons, and completed NAVMC 10964 (Application for Government License) is required to attend.

4.
Remedial Drivers Improvement Course, Ref: MCBO 11240.2_


a.
This eight-hour course for required personnel.  Uniform of the day is Service B/C or equivalent for all military personnel.

5.
Explosive Operator Course, Ref: MCBO 11240.2_ and NAVSEA SW020-AF-ABK-010, which supersedes 

The NAVSEA OP 2239.  Ref: MCBO 11240.2_


a.
This two days course is for experienced operators.  All students must have a safe driving record, posses a valid state license, attend Basic Motor Vehicle Operator's Course or have a valid OF 346, proof of Drivers Improvement, a valid drivers physical, and completed NAVMC 10964 (Application for Government License) is required to attend.

6.
Bus Operator's Course, Ref: OPNAVINST 5100.12_, MCBO 11240.2_


a.
This sixteen-hour course is for experienced operators.  All students must have a OF-346 for vehicles 3 ton or greater, posses a valid state license, proof of Drivers Improvement, a valid drivers physical, and completed NAVMC 10964 is required to attend. 

7.
Commercial Tractor Trailer Course, Ref: TM 11240-15/3_ and MCBO 11240.2_


a.
This sixteen-hour course is for experienced operators.  All students must have a 35XX MOS, have a valid OF-346 for vehicles 3 ton or greater, posses a valid state license, proof of Drivers Improvement, a valid drivers physical, and completed NAVMC 10964 is required to attend. 

8.
Emergency Vehicle Operator’s Course (EVOC), Ref: OPNAVINST 5100.12_, TM 11240-15/3_, and MCBO 11240.2_


a.
This forty-hour course was developed to prepare drivers to operate emergency vehicles safely in all conditions.  All students will receive twenty hours of classroom instruction and twenty hours of actual road and skills training within a controlled environment.  All personnel who complete this course will receive a certificate and DOD Instruction 6055.4 will certify the operator for three years.  All students must posses a valid state license, have a valid OF-346 for vehicles 1 1/4 ton or greater or attend Basic Motor Vehicle Operator's Course, proof of Drivers Improvement, a valid drivers physical, and completed NAVMC 10964 is required to attend. 

9.
Motorcycle Safety Course, Ref: OPNAVINST 5100.12_ and TM 11240-15/3_


a.
You must have your own motorcycle, helmet, safety glasses, reflective vest, long sleeve shirt or jacket, long leg trousers, hard soled shoes wheels, gloves, posses a valid state motorcycle license, and the motorcycle must be registered in your name.
